To prepare for discussion day: In the space below, draw a picture of something from the reading. It can be a sketch, cartoon, diagram, flow chart, or stick figure scene. You can draw a picture of something that’s discussed specifically in the novel, or something that the reading reminds you of, or a picture that conveys any idea or feeling you got from the reading. Any kind of drawing or graphic is ok—you can even label things with words if that helps. And of course, it must be colored!
During discussion class: When the Discussion Director invites your participation, you may show your picture without comment to the others in the group. One at a time, they get to guess what your picture means. After everyone has had a say, you get the last word: tell them what the picture means, where it came from, or what it represents to you. Listen to what your group members say about the picture—you will reflect on this at the end of class.
End of discussion class: Write two short paragraphs. In the first paragraph write a brief description telling what your drawing is about and reason you drew it (why did you choose to draw about this rather than something else from the reading?). In the second paragraph write a response to your group’s discussion. You might want to include things like: Was the discussion productive? Why or why not? What comments did your group have about your picture (provide the names of the people and what they said)?  Did the discussion broaden your understanding of the text?  How so?
