Poetry Stations—The End Result 
Once you have completed the poetry stations, I would like you to look back at what you've written and create 3 final (publishable) poems of 3 different genres (sonnet, haiku, cinquain, lyric, concrete, etc.). 

When writing your final drafts, to listen to the sound of words together, and try to use the poetic devices and forms we discussed in class.  Use your revision handout to help you improve your 3 poems.  Ask a peer for feedback when appropriate.  

You should be able to create 20 lines or more of poetry total, which can be several shorter poems, one long poem, or something in between.  (You may use these poems for your Final Poetry Project and your Writing Portfolio).
You will be responsible to pass in (in this order):

· The 3 final draft poems typed in standard format (12pt font, Times New Roman)
· The handouts and notes from the poetry stations (in order 1-7).
· A ½ to 1 page reflection (see below)
To be discussed in your reflection:

· The station you enjoyed the most and why.

· What you learned about yourself as a writer.

· What surprised you most about learning to write poetry.

· The poetic devices you used in your poems.

· Your favorite poem you wrote and why.

Although there really is no right or wrong in poetry, there is better and worse. Your reflection will play a large part in how I grade this assignment.  I will give three separate grades: one for the completion of the stations, the reflection, one for your final work. 
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
