Sketchbook: Art 10
(Worth 20% of your Final Mark)
	Your sketchbook serves several purposes:

· It is where you keep your notes from each class (with completed title pages for each new section).

· It is where you practice technical skills and complete in class assignments.

· It is where you record written evaluations of different artists, conduct artistic explorations and project research.

· It is your personal space to create your own independent work (Sketchbook Assignments and Homework).

We have approximately 20 weeks of class time together, and you will be required to complete a number of entries in your sketchbook per week.  Each entry will require 30 minutes of focused time to complete. There will be a balance between entries that you are required to complete, and free choice entries.  
Your sketchbook should demonstrate a variety of mediums, skills and techniques that we will be using throughout the semester.  Remember to date your entries.

Evaluation will be on a variety of different activities demonstrating on going process and personal investigation of different themes/subject matter throughout the semester.

I will collect sketchbooks every other Friday for evaluation of your progress and commitment to the course.


	Required Sketchbook Activities

(Note assigned due dates - THURSDAYS)

Please complete these drawings in your sketchbook by the assigned due date.  Use the whole page and consider the background behind the object you are drawing.  Use different drawing media ex. Pencil, charcoal, colored pencils, ink + water, pen, etc.

DRAWINGS MUST BE FROM OBSERVATION OF A REAL 3D OBJECT UNLESS OTHERWISE STATED

· September 11 - Footwear ex.  Shoes, boots, skates, etc.  lots of detail.  Emphasize variety of line.  

· September 18 – Natural objects ex.  Bones, shells, interesting rocks, plants, animals, etc.  Emphasize variety of line.

· September 25 – House plants – draw the shapes between the leaves, branches, or flowers.  Emphasize the variety of line & fill in the space around the plant.

· October 2 – Tonal drawing of a kitchen or garden tool or musical instrument.  Emphasize volume through hatching/cross hatching.

· October 9 – Your own hands or feet.  Emphasize volume with full value range.

· October 16 – The view from your window.  Emphasize detail and overlapping.

· October 23 – Draw your bathroom or kitchen.  Use continuous line.

· October 30 – Complete a full page drawing that is an example of a principle of design that has an intentional color scheme.

· November 6 – Arrange your own still life and complete a full page study in the color media of your choice.

· November 13 – Cut up a piece of fruit.  Zoom in on a section of this cutting and draw it so that the form fills your page.  Use color.

· November 20 – Do a drawing inspired by a style you discovered at http://artchive.com 
· November 27 – Perspective: complete the rest of a building in an image you found online or from a magazine in class.
· December 4 – Draw a landscape that uses non-conventional media (twigs and coffee, q-tips and grape juice, etc.)

· December 11 – From live observation do a portrait of another person.

· January 8 – Find 3 objects of contrasting texture.  Do a 3 still study comparing their textures.

· January 15 - Re-draw an object you drew in detail at the start of the semester. Use hatching and a full range of value. Comment on and marvel at your progress!
“Free Choice” Sketchbook Activities
(Complete 1 per week - THURSDAYS)

· Complete a page of blind contour drawings.

· Fill a page with detailed plant studies.

· Create a work of word art, using lines of text to form your image.

· Create a collage using a glue stick and magazine images.

· Cut one frame out of a comic and recreate it full page. Change any details that you like.

· Create an artwork inspired by the lyrics of a song.

· In colored pencil, draw a couple of pieces of fruit from direct observation.

· Sketch your family pet(s).

· Draw the exterior of your home.

· Make a copy of a master drawing.

· Draw an object from observation and shade using cross hatching.

· Complete a detailed study of a sculpture.

· Create an invented space using perspective.

· Fill a page with observational studies of trees.

· Find a face in a magazine, cut it down the middle, draw the missing half.

· Select a few simple objects in your room and sit them on a pair of pants. Do a drawing of an interesting area of this arrangement.
· Draw a picture of a family member as they watch TV. Focus only on a small area of their form.

· Draw an existing external or internal space and use perspective techniques to help you find the angles.
· Draw in detail an object from your room.

· Complete a simple line drawing and color it in using a specific color palette.

· Fill a page with gesture drawings (10) of your friends/ family, etc.
